Hello students!

CS Day will be held on March 22nd this year, and once again we’ll have a student poster competition. This year, the competition will be open to Pitt graduate students whose advisors are CS professors, as well as Pitt undergraduates who are enrolled in CS courses.

In each category (i.e., grad and undergrad), the faculty will choose a grand-prize winner and a runner-up.  The attendees of CS day will also vote on a "people's choice" award winner for each category. 
Authors of the six winning posters will receive $Cash$ prizes and certificates of accomplishment.
If a winning poster has multiple authors, the prize will be shared among them.
Graduate Students:  Use the poster to showcase your research.
Undergraduate Students:  Share your projects from class, internships, research projects, etc. 

Poster Details: The poster should be approximately 24"x36", and should include a clear title and author name(s).  Students should set the paper size of their poster appropriately within PowerPoint (or their preferred software package) to avoid any deterioration to image quality that would otherwise occur if we were forced to scale the poster for printing. Please leave a 2"x2" space at the bottom corner of your poster to allow for a small "number" label to be affixed. Posters should be submitted as either PPT or PDF files. This will allow us to print all competing posters consistently prior to CS day.
Present your poster:  At least one author needs to be available to present their posters from 12:30-1:30 on CS Day
